APPROVED BUDGET AND TARIFF INGREASES SPARK DEBATE

Council pledges infrastructure rebuild while
DAwarns of financial risks.

Knysna Council has officially approved a R1.57

billion budget for 2026/2027, marking what
Executive Mayor Thando Matika describes as a
"decisive shift toward financial stability" and
massive reinvestment in crumbling infrastructure.
However, the Democratic Alliance has rejected the
budget, citing unrealistic projections and
unaffordable tariff increases for residents as the
reason.

The budget was nevertheless passed by a majority
vote at a Special Council Meeting on Friday, 29
May 2026, with the ANC, PA, PBI, EFF, and KIM
coalition supporting the measure. The DA Caucus
voted against it.

Residents will feel the impact immediately, with
the following council-approved tariff increases
effective from 1 July 2026:

Property Rates: 5%
Electricity: 11.5%

Water and Sanitation: 12%
Refuse: 25%

The nuts and bolts of the approved budget include a
total revenue of R1.57 billion and an operating
expenditure of R1.53 billion, resulting in a
projected surplus of R42.1 million. Notably, capital
expenditure has increased significantly to R249.3
million, up from R137 million the previous year.

Knysna Executive Mayor Thando Matika insists
the painful necessity of restoring municipal
infrastructure takes priority.

"We are unapologetically focused on fixing the
basics," he said. "Approximately 80% of the capital
budget, roughly R200 million, is dedicated to
infrastructure projects that include electricity,
roads, stormwater, water and sewerage."

Key projects funded this budget cycle include R15
million for refurbishing the Knysna Wastewater
Treatment Works, R30 million for network
pumpstation upgrades across Greater Knysna, and

R11.6 million for urgent CBD sewer pumpstation
upgrades. Water security initiatives include pipe
replacements in Westhill and Old Place to reduce
non-revenue water losses, plus installation of
8,000 new water meters.

Addressing the steep 25% refuse tariff increase,
Matika acknowledged the burden on residents.
"The steep 25% increase in refuse tariffs is a
painful necessity driven by the escalating costs of
outsourced truck hire, which currently costs the
town R8.4 million," he explained. "Our reliance on
expensive, outsourced service delivery is a model
we must move away from by rebuilding our
internal capacity."”

"Greater Knysna stands at a crossroads," Matika
said. "The fiscal and operational deterioration we
have faced is significant, but it is not
insurmountable. We will rebuild this municipality
brick by brick, focusing on stability, accountability
and an unwavering dedication to our residents."

DA Knysna Mayoral Candidate Levael Davis
criticised the budget extensively, calling it flawed
and unrealistic "The proposed tariff increases are
unaffordable for many households,” Davis said.
"Electricity tariffs will rise by 11.5%, water by
12%, and refuse removal by 25%."

"These increases come at a time when nearly half
of all water pumped into the system is lost," Davis
added. "Water losses have climbed to beyond 47%,
driven by leaks, illegal connections, and faulty
meters. Despite ongoing water cuts and
infrastructure failures, residents are being asked to
pay more withoutany visible changes."

The DA highlighted several financial concerns.
Last year, R40 million was supposed to be
borrowed to address the water meter crisis, but this
never happened. The municipality now plans to
borrow R99.4 million in 2026/27, followed by
R45.8 million and R35.9 million in subsequent
years.

"The Provincial Government is already assessing
whether Knysna can afford this debt, as
outstanding municipal debt, according to the latest

monthly report, has already ballooned to more than
R608 million," Davis noted.

He said that Knysna also faces a potential R600
million+ environmental fine liability, repayable
over five years, from raw sewage spills and
pollution affecting the Knysna Estuary. "We
received no clear explanation of how these costs are
budgeted for or linked to a detailed implementation
plan with clear time-frames,” the councillor
remarked.

The DA also questioned the projected R42 million
surplus. "This appears to rely heavily on capital
grant allocations being counted as revenue.
Excluding these grants, the municipality faces an
operating deficit of R11.4 million," Davis
explained.

Davis criticised Mayor Matika's accountability,

stating: "In his budget speech, the Executive Mayor
listed his five commitments made when he took
office. There is no evidence to support his progress.
Presenting recycled funding as an achievement is
not accountability, but propaganda.”

Despite the opposition, council remains committed
to restoration. "Our goal remains unchanged: to
restore Knysna as the Jewel of the Garden Route,"
Matika concluded. "The road ahead is long and the
climbis steep, but we do notwalk italone."

The DA pledged continued oversight. "While the
budget has now been approved, the DA will
continue to hold the ANC and their partners
accountable for delivering on their commitments,"
Davis said.

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ADMITTING GREEN GUILT

KNYSNA MUNI PLEDGES TO FIX ENVIRONMENTAL MESS

Knysna Municipality has been handed a landmark R10 million
fine - suspended for five years on strict conditions - after admitting
in court to multiple environmental law breaches. The local
authority has pledged to spend hundreds of millions on urgent
remediation and long-term rehabilitation. This according to the
National Prosecuting Authority (NPA) and the Acting Knysna
Municipal Manager.

The municipality's admissions include several pollution incidents - the
most recent being between 4 October 2023 and 7 October 2024, when
sewerage spilled from open manholes into streams flowing into the
Knysna Lagoon, causing significant pollution to water resources. The
local authority also admitted that between 2 October 2023 and 29 April
2024 it had unlawfully disposed of waste on Erf 1339 in defiance of
directives and action plans issued by environmental authorities. Earlier
admissions were that between 9 May 2017 and 22 July 2019 the
municipality failed to take reasonable steps to prevent environmental
degradation at Erf 214 Knysna and two temporary relocation areas,
TRA Site 1 and TRA Site 2 in that it allowed excavations and
earthworks for housing development to continue without proper waste
management systems.

The Knysna Regional Court fined the municipality R10 million after it
pleaded guilty to five counts under the National Environmental
Management Act, four counts under the National Environmental
Management: Waste Act, one count under the Environmental
Conservation Act
and one count
under the National
Water Act. The
fine is suspended
for five years on
condition that the
municipality uses
the same amount to
carry out
emergency repairs
and meets the
deadlines set in the
plea and
sentencing
agreement.

Mangoba Ngubo represented the municipality during the
proceedings and said Knysna accepts the outcome. He said the
ruling reflects serious shortcomings in environmental management
and infrastructure compliance, but also gives the municipality an
opportunity to strengthen compliance systems and accelerate
infrastructure interventions. Ngubo said council has committed
about R630 million over the next five years to address
environmental compliance obligations, rehabilitate affected areas
and improve the sustainability and reliability of critical waste
treatment and sewerage infrastructure.

IS THE MOUTH OPEN2
Beyond the breach : a conservation Sedgefield needs

By Jonathan Britton,
former excavator handler at the
Swartvlei Mouth

Sedgefield has settled back into
its familiar routine, the tidal
rhythm of the estuary forming
the backdrop to life in the
village. In the days following
the flooding around the
Perdespruit, a familiar debate
surfaced that was, on reflection,
more balanced and thoughtful
than in previous years. This
article adds depth to those
questions being written by
someone who spent many years
in the arena. A fuller
understanding of what drives
flood risk here opens a more
empowering conversation.

What actually happened and
why it matters

Authorities breached the
Swartvlei mouth well below the
prescribed trigger level of 2.0
metres above mean sea level,
acting early and proactively.
Had that intervention not been
made, the flooding would
certainly have been
considerably worse.

Mechanical breaching is a risk
mitigation action, not a risk
elimination measure. One
intervention in an
extraordinarily complex
system, designed to reduce
severity, not prevent flooding
entirely. The process is far more
nuanced than it appears when
viewed from the car park. The
decision of when to breach is a
layered read of constantly
shifting conditions, data
patterns and a structured
decision-making process.

Swartvlei is a temporarily open
and closed estuary, a living
interface between river, sea,
sediment, tide and human
influence. Its behaviour is
governed by laws of nature that
do not bend to urgency, and an
open mouth state does not
override the physics. Wave
action and storm surge actively
resist outflow during major
events, and research
consistently shows that tidal
state, wave setup and backwater
effects can raise water levels
upstream even when a mouth is
fully open. This was precisely
the sea state during the last
breach, compounded by a neap
tide cycle reducing outflow
efficiency. Before the rainfall
began, Swartvlei was already at
1.15 metres above mean sea
level. Breaching at that level
against powerful swells and
storm surge would have
delivered insufficient hydraulic
head while wave action
deposited sand into the
preparatory trench, impeding
the process.

The theoretical sweet spot for
breaching is shortly after spring
high tide, aligned with an
outgoing tide and rip current, at
the prescribed breaching height,
in calm sea conditions. This
event did not offer those
conditions. The rate and volume
of rainfall was the controlling
variable.

The railway embankment and
the N2 compound this further,
functioning as physical berms
constraining floodplain
drainage regardless of mouth
state.

What we experienced rivals the
historic rainfall events of 1981,

1996, 2006 and 2007. and was a
severe natural event meeting the
limits of what any mitigation
action can absorb.

A broader conversation worth
having

The conversation about mouth
state is only one part of what
resilience in Sedgefield requires.
We lost water for days. We lost
electricity. Neither failure has
anything to do with the estuary
breach, yet both point to equally
important questions about
infrastructure resilience and
contingency planning that
deserve the same attention when
astormwarning is issued.

Sedgefield is not separate from
the Swartvlei system. It is part of
it. The decisions regarding how
to adapt and prepare for extreme
events are woven into the
ecology itself. Flood risk in this
village is as much a product of
accumulated human choices as it
is of rainfall volumes.
Understanding that does not
assign blame, it clarifies where
the levers of genuine resilience
actually are.

The questions worth raising
together

The Disaster Management Act
57 of 2002 is unambiguous.
Municipalities carry mandatory
obligations to anticipate likely
disasters, identify at risk
communities, reduce
vulnerability, ensure emergency
preparedness, and maintain
funded contingency plans
embedded in Integrated
Development Plans. A plan
without a funding allocation is
notaplan. Itisadocument.

These are not aspirational
guidelines. They are legal
requirements.

Our community has every right
to engage constructively through
ward committees, ratepayer
associations and IDP
participation processes on the
following: Does an approved

Disaster Management Plan
exist, and when was it last
reviewed and tested with the
community? Is there a tested
evacuation plan, and how has it
been communicated? What
budget exists for disaster
preparedness and preventative
infrastructure maintenance?

Organised communities that
engage formally through
recognised civic structures are
not complainants. They are
active participants in
governance, and the record
they create is far harder to
ignore than a social media post.

The harder conversation
Severe weather cycles are
shortening. Those who invest
in and live alongside these
systems carry a responsibility
to understand that risk cannot
be engineered away, before we
buy, before we build, and
before we direct our
frustration.

Resilience is not only a
question for Authorities it
begins at home and between
neighbours. The social fabric
of a community is itself a form
of flood infrastructure, one no
municipal budget can build on
our behalf. The goal must be
resilient communities, not
merely reassured ones,
communities that understand
the state of the mouth are one
factor among many, prepare
across many layers, and do not
mistake a single mitigation
action for aguarantee.

Where the river meets the sea,
certainty ends. Preparedness
begins.

SRA ASK DIFFICULT QUESTIONS

Association.

The Sedgefield Ratepayers Association (SRA)
continues to actively represent the interests of
residents by holding the municipality accountable
for service delivery, infrastructure maintenance
and future planning.

Following the recent storms and prolonged power
outages, many residents in Smutsville, Cola Beach
and Myoli were left without water. The SRA
immediately engaged municipal officials, demanding
answers about the failure of the emergency generator
at the Sedgefield Water Treatment Works and
questioning why critical infrastructure had not been
properly maintained.

The municipality confirmed that the generator had
failed and that repairs were underway. However, the
SRA's concerns extend beyond this single incident.
The Association has highlighted broader issues
relating to infrastructure reliability, disaster
preparedness and the apparent lack of preventative
maintenance.

In a further step to protect residents' interests, SRA
Chairman Kevin Barnes has submitted a
comprehensive list of questions to the Municipal

Manager and senior officials regarding water
security and the risk of a possible "Day Zero"
scenario.

The SRA s seeking clear answers on:

* Current water restrictions and future water
supply risks

* Dam levels, groundwater resources and water
security forecasts

* The condition and
infrastructure

* Flood protection measures for pump stations and
critical facilities

* Emergency backup systems and contingency
plans

* Municipal preparedness for peak summer
demand

* Public communication and transparency
regarding water-related risks

The objective is simple: to ensure that residents
are informed, that infrastructure is properly
maintained, and that the municipality has a
credible plan to provide uninterrupted water
services.

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HIGH COURT REJECTS GREY ELEPHANT INVESTMENT'S
CHALLENGE TO KNYSNA'S MUNICIPALITY TARIFFS

In a significant ruling that
reinforces municipal
authority over service
charging, the Thembalethu
Circuit High Court has ruled
in favour of Knysna Local
Municipality in its ongoing
tariff dispute with Grey
Elephant Investments (GEI),
the owner of Knysna Mall.

The two parties have been at
loggerheads for years now, with
Knysna Municipality reporting
at one stage that GEI had an
outstanding debt of between 60
and 70 million rand with them.
Many heated council meeting
eruptions occurred when certain
political parties proposed that a
large portion of this debt be
written off.

This most recent judgement,
delivered by Judge Daniel
Thulare on May 27, 2026,
affirmed the municipality's right
to impose service tariffs on Grey
Elephant Investments. The
court rejected GEI's claims that
the charges were unlawful and

since 1997

inconsistent with existing by-
laws and the Local Government
Municipal SystemsAct.

"We found that municipalities
are allowed to charge fees, rates,
and surcharges to help pay for
services, keep them running
efficiently and sustainably, and
improve them over time for the
benefit of the community,” the
court held.

Judge Thulare's ruling included
pointed remarks about GEI's
position. "GEI's suggestion that
salons, gyms, restaurants, and
other businesses consuming
municipal water at the mall
should not pay for water
services to enable the
municipality to maintain,
develop, and extend water
infrastructure in Knysna is
extraordinarily astonishing and
stands to be rejected".

He continued: "To suggest that
the legislature, through the
Systems Act, would have
envisaged that businesses in a

mall would get water as a freebie
from the municipality as regards
infrastructure maintenance,
development, and improvement,
isextremely far-fetched".

The judge further held that when
amunicipality supplies water and
sewerage to a shopping mall
through one main connection, it
can charge the mall for those
services as long as the shops and
businesses use municipal water.
Despite the setback, GEI stated it
respects the judicial process but
expressed disappointment with
the outcome. The company
reportedly intends to seek leave
to appeal the judgment.

The rates dispute between GEI
and Knysna Municipality dates
back to 2020, with GEI applying
to the Western Cape High Court
in December 2024 to resolve the
issue. GEI had claimed that all
tariffs - including water, waste
removal, sewerage, and
electricity billed since 2023 -
were "illegal".

The company, which owns
Knysna Mall, the Rex Hotel, and
Rex Extension, sought an order to
declare the municipality's 2024
and 2025 tariff policy unlawful
and "ultra vires" (beyond legal
power). GEI specifically
challenged the municipality's
practice of levying a fixed basic
rate for water and wastewater/
sewerage on business consumers
per premises and number of
business units or shops.

SERVICES CLOSER TO COMMUNITES [l T EEE

Knysna Municipality is set to
strengthen community
engagement and accelerate
service delivery through the
launch of its newly revamped
mayoral service delivery
programme; an initiative
aimed at taking municipal
services directly to residents
acrossall wards.

According to Knysna Executive
Mayor Thando Matika, the
programme previously known as
the Friday Mayoral Site Visits
will now operate under the
banner of the Mayoral Service
Delivery Day. “We are taking a
more hands-on and community-
focused approach that will see
municipal leadership and
operational teams working
directly within communities
every Friday,” he explained.
“The initiative officially
launches on Friday 5 June 2026
in Ward 1, Sedgefield. It will then
rotate through different wards
throughout the municipal area on
aweekly basis.”

Matika said the programme is
designed to close the gap
between residents and municipal
services while ensuring that
service delivery challenges are
addressed faster and more
effectively. “We are taking
government to the people,” he
continued. “Communities should
not always have to travel long
distances or struggle to access
municipal services. Through
these Mayoral Open Days, our
residents will be able to engage
directly with municipal
departments and leadership
within their own wards.”

The Executive Mayor, Mayoral
Committee Members, senior
management, departmental
officials and operational teams
will work from a designated

community hall within a selected
ward every Friday from 08:00 to
13:00.

Residents will be able to:

¢ make municipal payments;

e resolve municipal account
disputes;

e report unresolved service
delivery issues; and

e access various municipal
services directly, dependent on
which departments are present on
the day.

Municipal departments will
establish dedicated service
stations within the venue to
ensure residents receive efficient
assistance directly from relevant
officials.

Operational teams will be
deployed throughout the ward to
undertake visible service delivery
interventions at the same time.
These will include:

¢ the cleaning of stormwater
drains and V-drains;

e grasscutting and vegetation
clearing;

e necessary tree trimming;

e cleaning of illegal dumping
hotspots;

e general clean-up and
beautification campaigns;

e repairing potholes; and

e attending to service delivery
complaints raised by residents.

“We will coordinate with teams
from the Community Work
Programme to assist with
cleaning operations and
environmental improvement
initiatives within the targeted
areas,” Matika said. “This
initiative is not only about
listening to communities, but
about acting decisively where
people live. We want residents to
see municipal teams on the
ground, solving problems and
improving the condition of our
neighbourhoods. This
programme represents a shift
toward a more responsive and
accountable local government.”

Several external stakeholders will
be invited to participate and
provide services to residents,
including the South African
Police Service, Department of
Home Affairs, South African
Social Security Agency, Garden
Route District Municipality,
National Youth Development
Agency, the Department of
Health, Department of Education,

the Small
Development Agency and

Enterprise

Asivikelani. The Income
Section, Licensing Services and,
where possible, learner's licence
services will also form part of the
programme.

“Service delivery works best
when government institutions
work together. By bringing
multiple stakeholders into
communities on a single day, we
are creating easier access to
critical services and support for
our residents,” Matika
concluded. “I encourage
residents to actively participate
on the day, and to make use of the
services that will be available
right in their wards. This is
another example of how we are
working with our partners to
build an inclusive, innovative,
inspired Knysna.”

KEEP MEDIGINE UP AND AWAY FROM CHILDREN

Pharmacist's warning to
parents and grandparents.
Medication is intended to heal,
but it can be dangerous if
misused, used incorrectly or
accidentally ingested by
curiouschildren.

Medipost pharmacist Cathy
Jacobs shares an important safety
message to help prevent
accidental overdose.
“Accidental ingestion of
medication remains a leading
cause of paediatric emergency
room visits, and anyone who uses
medication must take
responsibility for keeping it
safely out of harm's way to
prevent potential tragedies,” she
says.

Poisoning is among the top five
causes of childhood injuries
worldwide, and a local study
(Balme and Stephen, 2022),
published in the African Journal
of Emergency Medicine) records
that accidental ingestion of
medication accounted for 38% of
children being treated for
poisoning over a 10 year period
at one South African hospital.

“All medications, including
prescription and over-the-
counter medicines, should be
stored 'up and away' in a place
that is out of children's reach,
preferably in a locked container
or cupboard. This is especially
important for parents,
caregivers, and any households
that children may visit,” she
says.

“Anyone using daily pill
organisers, as many parents and
grandparents do to keep track of
their chronic medication, should
be sure to keep them somewhere
secure rather than on a bedside
table or in a handbag that could
be easily accessible to children
or pets.”

The principles of medication
safety aim to ensure that the
correct dose is administered to
the correct patient at the
scheduled time, via the correct
route and for the correct
duration. However, medication
can become poisonous if taken
by the wrong person, or at the
incorrect dosage or timing,
especially when it comes to

children's smaller bodies.

“Often, child and adult doses
vary, and sometimes parents
need to administer doses of their
children's medication according
to the child's weight. When
giving medication to children,
parents or caregivers need to be
careful not to exceed the
recommended doses and to
administer medication correctly
as per the instructions on the
medicine label issued by the
pharmacist. Otherwise,
medication can do more harm
than good,” Jacobs says, “Also —
please make sure you understand
everything your doctor or
pharmacist tells you about how
to give your child their
medication, and feel free to ask
as many questions as you need to.
It is very helpful to speak to a
pharmacy professional in your
home language to get the most
outof these interactions.”

Medication safety checklist

e Ask the right questions:
Your pharmacy team and doctor
can provide clarity on the dosage
and timing of medication,
including whether it must be
taken with or without food, and
advise you about potential
interactions with other
medications or how to manage
any side effects that may arise.

e Always read the
prescription label and patient
information leaflet first: Even
with familiar medications, labels
and leaflets provide critical
warnings on food interactions,
drowsiness or updated dosage
instructions. Check and double-
check that you have the correct
medication, and understand the
dosage and timing.

» Disclose other medications
that you are taking: Make a list
of all the medications you are
taking and their dosages,
including any over-the-counter
medication or supplements, and
share this with your healthcare
provider. Parents should do the
same for their children's
medications.

e Store medication 'up and
away': Keep medications out of
reach, and preferably locked up,
away from children and anyone
who may be at risk of accidental
overdose, such as loved ones
with advanced dementia, as well
as pets to avoid accidental
poisoning.

* Medication should be
stored inacool, dry place away
from direct sunlight to protect
its effectiveness. Certain
medications require
refrigeration, read and follow the
cold chain instructions provided
in the packaging.

* Never share medication:
Never take medication
prescribed for someone else,
even if the symptoms seem
identical. Prescriptions are
tailored to individual biological
factors, including weight, renal
function and medical history.

e Complete the course: For
treatments such as antibiotics, it
is vital to take the full course of
medication as directed, even if
you start feeling better. Stopping
treatment early allows surviving
bacteria to grow back stronger,

contributing to the global crisis
of antimicrobial resistance.

e Keep on track with
chronic medications: For long-
term medications, such as those
for diabetes, heart disease, and
other chronic conditions, ensure
that you never run out of your
supply to maintain
uninterrupted treatment.

e Dispose of medication
responsibly: Never throw away
unused or expired medication
with household rubbish, as
pharmaceutical compounds can
harm ecosystems and, over time,
reduce the effectiveness of
lifesaving medicines. Speak to
your pharmacist about safe
medication disposal.

“Medication is essential for
health and managing chronic
conditions; however, its efficacy
and safety depend entirely on
how it is handled. Everyone has
a role in ensuring that the
therapeutic benefits of
medication outweigh the risks,
and it starts with awareness of
medication safety,” Jacobs
concludes.
